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The National Curriculum will require us to embed the cross-curriculum perspective of Asia and Australia’s engagement across all learning areas. Here are two review documents that will be useful tools to assist you with this process.  The department is currently developing a package of strategies and proformas to assist schools with the development of Asia Literacy within their curriculum.
